Preapproval from Public Health is required before submission of specimens for testing. 

Bronson Infection Prevention office will coordinate the preapproval process.  

Note:  Non-Bronson offices may choose to work directly with the local health department due our limited access to the patient’s health record required to facilitate the approval process.   

Approval Process

1. Call Bronson Infection Prevention Monday – Friday 8a-5p at 269-341-6317 with the following information:

· Patient’s name

· Date of birth

· Clinical presentation (if symptomatic)

· Travel history (country/area and dates of travel) 

· Week’s gestation if pregnant

· History of unprotected sex with someone who has traveled to a Zika-endemic area?
· Return call contact information for provider3

2. When approval provided, place an order. 

· Electronic Order:  Choose Miscellaneous Test (free text ‘Zika Testing’ in the comment area). 

3. Local Health Dept will contact the patient to complete the Supplemental Interview form that needs to be submitted with the specimen. 

4. The Local Health Dept will advise the patient to present at a Bronson draw site for specimen collection.

5. The Local Health Dept will fax the completed forms to Bronson laboratory.

6. Bronson Laboratory will submit the forms along with the specimen to MDHHS.

Current testing criteria:

Symptomatic patient 

· Need one or more of the following symptoms :  fever, rash, joint pain, and/or red irritated eyes

· Must have been in an affected area within the previous two weeks  OR
· Had intercourse without barrier protection within the previous two weeks with a partner with travel history to a Zika transmission area.

Pregnant women with no symptoms

· Must have traveled to an affected area within 12 weeks prior to testing OR

· Had intercourse without barrier protection with a partner with travel history to a Zika transmission area.
